Please read and follow the directions below: 

1. Using black or blue ink, please print the information requested on the attached form.

2. Write a standard five-paragraph essay.  This essay is a very important part of your application.  It assists 
the selection committee in knowing you as an individual.  It should not be longer than two pages.  Your 
final essay must be in ink and in your handwriting.

Prompt:  Discuss an activity, interest, experience, or achievement in your life (this could be a book, 
movie, or an activity or experience at work, home, or school) that has been particularly meaningful for 
you.

3. Both the applying student and a parent should review all pages of this application and provide signatures 
on Page 4 of this application.

4. Acceptance into the BHS Cambridge AICE Program is contingent upon a student's Florida Standards 
Assessments (or other standardized testing) scores, grade point average, transcripts of course history, 
discipline record, and successful completion of the application and essay.

5. Please submit this application to the front desk at Bayshore High School (Attention: Allison Gehlot) or 

by email to gehlota@manateeschools.net by Friday, Dec. 29, 2023.

6. Students not currently zoned for Bayshore High School must ALSO apply for School Choice during the 
School Choice Window which is December 1st through the 31st.  The School Choice Application process 
will be done exclusively online.  Parents will access and submit the School Choice Application via the 
Focus Parent Portal online.  Go to the “Special Programs” option and choose “AICE.”  This means that 
to apply for School Choice, his/her parent must have an active Parent Portal account.

If your student lives in the Bayshore High School zone, then you do not need to fill out the School 
Choice Application at all.

7. If you are coming from a middle school/high school that is not a Manatee County PUBLIC school, 
please attach a copy of your most recent standardized test scores and a transcript showing your grades 
last year and first semester of this year.
