Per Florida Statute 1012.42, when a teacher is assigned teaching duties out of the field in 
which the teacher is certified, the parents/guardians of all students in the class shall be notified 
in writing of the teaching assignment. 

Federal law allows you to ask for certain information about your child’s teacher(s) and requires 
us to give you this information in a timely manner if asked. The table below lists teachers who 
are currently out-of-field.
